Sataro Ise, born in Kumamoto, Higo, was the first Japanese student in New Brunswick. He studied at the
grammar school during a few month, and then entered the Naval Academy at Annapolis, but failed to pass the
examinations. "He went home deeply chagrined and died soon after.”

Numagawa of Kumamoto, Higo, was for a short time in New Brunswick in 1870, but was obliged to return
home on account of ill health. From Kumamoto he sent several students to study Fukui. He was a noble specimen
of a Japanese samurai, and on his return was influential in founding a school in his native city before he died.
This school was for several years in charge of Captain Janes and become noted for its excellence. Many of its

graduates taking their theological course in Kioto became Christian ministers and missionaries.

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were both nephews of Heishiro Yokoi (Yokoi Shonan), an ardent disciple of the Oyomei philosophy, lecturer at

Fukui, and at heart a Christian. He was assassinated in Kioto, in 1869, for proposing the toleration of Christianity

and the elevation to citizenship of the Eta or social outcasts.

And he was the most
aged member being at the time sixty one and his relation to theirs was I believe somewhat like that of Franklin to his
colleagues. 1 think he first moved that the distinction of "Yeta", a class of people regarded to be below human beings,
be abolished....In regard to xty he read the scriptures in the Chinese translation...But speaks in one place in his writing,

in light terms of the good results of xty and bewails the bad religious condition of the Japanese. He once told in plain
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terms in a letter to a friend that xty will come and win the hearts of the best young men in a few years. Yet to the

m  Of Yokoi, lecturer on the ethics and philosophy of Confucianism, spiritual teacher of Echizen, it is enough to say
that he was, in influence over his chief, what Alexander Hamilton was to George Washington. Before sinking under the
assassin's sword, in Kyoto, in 1869, Yokoi had, through the medium of a Chinese version of the Gospels, discovered
the Samurai of the Ages. He saw Jesus in history, and, happily, apart from ecclesiastical dogma and tradition. With
quick decision, he became at once His secret and unquailing follower. He predicted that the bright intellects of Japan
would, when they knew him aright, accept the Christ. He sent his two nephews to America to study and be the pathfinders
for a great host. These lads in 1866, I had the honor of teaching, at New Brunswick, New Jersey.

In the Council of the new government at Kyoto, in1869, Yokoi pleaded for and secured not only freedom of conscience,
but also the uplift of the Eta, or social outcasts to citizenship, as great a work, morally, as Lincoln's ; and, like the
American, he was assassinated for his pains. A noble record!
