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After the Russian Revolution in 1917, the Bolshevik government introduced insurance such as crop
insurance and life insurance as national compulsory insurance in addition to fire insurance and
livestock insurance.
Crop insurance was introduced as a measure against damage caused by frost damage and hail
damage, but it was also closely related to compulsory procurement of grain which was vigorously
carried out by the Bolshevik administration. Especially the ratio of the damage amount of crop
insurance to the total premium amount at the time of collectivization starting from 1929 was more
than twice as much as that in previous period, and was much higher than the other insurance
forms, resulting in a large deficit. The background of this abnormal increase in damage amount
resulted in extensive damage by human-induced factors aimed at insurance payoff. Soviet
peasants who were exposed to famine under the pressure of forced crop procurement frequently
used crop insurance to secure food and to gain money.
On the other hand, the life insurance took much delay compared to other insurance forms at the
time until World War 11, and its weight was only slight, but after the end of World War Il in the
insurance business , it occupied the largest weight among them. For the life insurance business,
new consideration is needed separately.
The various forms of national insurance were introduced as compulsory insurance by the Bolshevik
government were not integrated by insurance in terms of income and expenditure but were
integrated and managed in a unified way overall. Also, in terms of jurisdiction, without being
divided into each government agency or each republic, it was united only by the insurance
administration agency of the Soviet federal government, and all the projects were operated very
centrally. First of all, it is worth noting that although some insurance could have been in the red, the
whole national insurance was never a deficit since the establishment, and always recorded a large
surplus overall. Half of the insurance business net income was left as reserve funds, but the other
half was used as a revenue by the Soviet Government. In particular during the 1920s, 1930s and
1940s until World War Il the Soviet national insurance was one of the most important financial
resource for the Soviet federal government.
