Abstract
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The objective of this study is to clarify the historical origin of 5's activities by focusing on the
agricultural activities that connect with multiple livelihoods. To achieve this objective, an agricultural
diary called "Hoshino-nikki" was analyzed. "Hoshino-nikki" was handed down in Hoshino family of
Atugi city, Kanagawa prefecture. It had been written for 45 years, from 1885 to 1930, by Iwakichi
Hosino who was born in 1866 and died in 1930. In this study, 2 hypothetical patterns that connect
with multiple livelihoods were listed. One is the overlapped usage of the physical resources that
can be shared in multiple livelihoods, and the other one is the connective usage of inputs and
outputs that can be shared in multiple livelihoods. As a preliminary study, these 2 hypothetical
patterns were examined in the 1885's description of "Hoshino-nikki". Through the analysis, the
activities that connect with multiple livelihoods were listed: 1) double cropping, 2) growing on the
ridge of the field, 3) repairing tools for overlapped usage, 4) overlapped and connective usage for
fertilizers and 5) straw crafting. In the next year, | would like to analyze how these 5 activities had
changed in the subsistence composition of Hoshino family from Meiji period to the early Showa
period in order to clarify the historical origin of 5's activities.
