But at the background of the
academic interest of this study is the fact that it's in this decade of 2010's when the reevaluation of
Spanish political transition in 70's is put forward as an issue in the academic and political world.
Actually, there is striking coincidence between those who are intending to reevaluate the 70's from
the academia and the political life: most of them are the very founders of the new left populist party
Podemos and they were political scientists, sociologists, and historians who had worked in the
same university.

In this academic year 2018, partially because of a personal situation (sick leave due to cardiac
operation), my research focused exclusively on Podemos and the political thoughts (i.e.: radical
democracy theory, political discourse analysis, etc.) of its intellectuals, not on the Spanish political
transition.
