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Contemporary analytic epistemology has evolved from the intrinsic nature of knowledge, which
originated in the Gettier problem, to a characteristic externalism called virtue epistemology through
the structure of evidence and value problem of epistemological justification. Modern epistemology
is also becoming more complex while deepening its relations with other fields of philosophy, with
the addition of new approaches such as the context-dependent problem of knowledge ascription
and the knowledge-first epistemology, which have expanded rapidly in recent years. This year's
research focused on deepening my understanding of these various issues, with a closer look at the
writings of John Greco, a leading advocate of current virtue epistemology.

This year, a lecture titled "Philosophy of Knowledge" was opened for undergraduate students in the
second year of Mita's philosophy and ethics majors, and by linking my writing the manuscripts to
the contents of the lecture, | forced myself to write these manuscripts. As a result, | have almost
completed two manuscripts this year, a general introduction to English-American modern
epistemology and a translation of John Greco's work.
