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Rewriting in modern novels and gender norms
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In this study, the rewriting of a novel is regarded as an act of the writer adapting the text to the evaluation system, and the aspect of
the evaluation system working is considered. The plan focused on gender norms, but in reality the theme has expanded. For example,
by investigating manuscript for the newspaper novel of Shishi Bunroku, it is clarified what kind of consideration Shishi had regarding
not only the roles of men and women, but also the postwar US—Japan relations and the “mixed-race child” problem.

In addition, I investigated how the biographical novel “Toshiko Tamura” by Jakucho Setouchi was rewritten when it was made into a
book, and clarified what kind of relationship it had with the novels of surrounding writers.
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
