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The applicant has conducted collaborative research with three domestic researchers, one filmmaker, and two Taiwanese researchers
on the belief that the Japanese, who were originally ghosts, are worshipped as gods in Taiwan. This year's goal was to publish the

results of the research. In March 2022, “Worshiping the Japanese in Taiwan” was published.
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
