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This year's study focuses on Buddhist institutions and Buddhist rituals during the Nara and early Heian periods. First, we examined
the character and function of local temples in an0|ent Japan, and clarified that in some cases, multiple clans were involved in the
construction of local temples. Second, using the “Nihon ryoiki” (TBAEEEE]) as a source, | clarified that the lending of sake was
somewhat common at local temples. Third, we collected historical documents from the mid—Heian period and deciphered documents
related to Buddhist rituals at “Rokuharamitsuji” (7XJE#EZE F), which was built in the vicinity of “Heian—kyo” (F& ).
