A Study of the Wicksellian Theory of Tax Incidence

Musgrave formulated the Wicksellian system and showed it in a graphic form in 
“The Theory of Public Finance”. But the Wicksellian system showed in a graphic 
differ from that formulated by Musgrave, for the former depends on the completely 

different conditions from the latter.
The Wicksellian system formulated by Musgrave, on the one hand, is reasonable only when 

the capitalists try  to reduce the wages in a body. . At this system, the longer period of investment 
the capitalists choose, the more interest (hence, profit) they will get. They will，therefore, extend 
the period of investment infinitely.
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The Wicksellian system showed in a graphic form, on the other hand, is applicable to the 
occasion when there are free competitions among capitaliste as well as workers. And this system 
requires that both the subjective equilibrium and market equilibrium are accomplished at the 
same time. Moreover, at this system, even if we replace the profit-maximizing condition with 
the wage-maximizing* condition, we will get the same solution.

Finally, while Musgrave referred to the problem of tax incidence and said in his book, “We 
thus obtain the strange result that a tax on production leads to a change in the structure of 
production and possibly unequal reduction in factor shares.’，，his argument is awfully misleading. 
We know that a tax on production does not always lead to unequal reduction in factor shares 
and that whether reduction in factor shares is much or not depends on the slope of the production 
function.

Democratic Process in the Industrial Relations 
and Economic Activities

This article is to discuss concepts and functions of industrial democracy or participation, 
especially in the industrial relations system, and the economic activities as the sub-system of 
a society.

1 . Democracy is the essential means a t the value judgement building process in this 
“temporary society”.

The mutual relationship between economic growth and economic stability has been discussed 
from the macro-dynamic welfare economics point of view. Moreover, prof. Hiroshi Katou and 
prof. Naomi Maruo have already discussed the problem of social choice and the democratic process. 
So, we should like to discuss what is the optimum industrial relations system and economic 
activities in termsi of the democratic process.

2. The Industrial Relations System and Industrial Democracy： The theory of industrial 
relations system in the industrialized society has been developed by prof. J. T. Dunlop, prof. 
Clark Kerr, prof. F. II. Harbison and prof. C. H. Myers. According to Dunlop, the establishment 
of rule-making and its procedure is the center of attention in the industrial relations system, 
which has been generally attained through such vehicles as collective bargaining, joint-consultation， 
and co-determination. .
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Rule-making in the United States has been concentrated at large by collective bargaining.
On the other hand, in Western Europe Joint-consultation and co-determination in the 

management as well as collective bargaining have been institutionalized vehicles of iftdustrial 
democracy. Moreover, European trade unions take part in the social manpower planning on the 
national level.

However, the characteristics of Japanese industrial democracy, labor’s participation in the 
management, or joint-consultation are limited a t enterprise level or plant level. While about 
80 percent of Japanese representative enterprise have works council in 1966, labor’s participation 
on the national level is rare in general.

3. Role of Democracy in the Economic System:
Nowadays, new economic policies such as incomes policy, active manpower policy and industrial 

allocation policy have been introduced in addition to traditional tools such as monetary and 
financial policies. Those new policies need participation by labor, consumers and citizens in order 
to work effectively.

4. The Concepts and Definitions of Industrial Democracy and Participation：
The concepts and definitions of industrial.democracy and participation have wide meaning. 

We reviewed the main development of their definitions.
5. Problems in the Industrial Relations and Economic Policy ：
We think that the co-determination in West Germany and The Labour Market Policy in 

Sweden are typical labor participations in the enterprise management and national policy. Thus, 
we should like to review their practical experiences.

A: It seems that the characteristic of the German industrial relations system, is that the
function of collective bargaining in the wage determination, and the participation in the 
management, and the works councils are independent. German works councils can handle labor 
conditions without tresspassing on the domain of the trade union.

The co-determination system in Germany is completely equipped by the legislation, but has 
some questions as to its f u n c t i o n : 1 ) the mutual relationship between works councils and trade 
union, 2) problems of the labor director under the co-determination act’s area, 3) participation 
on the national level.

B ： Swedish labour market policy and Industrial Relations System: The Swedish industrial
relation system can be characterized by a highly organized and centralized employer-employee 
relationship and their bargaining systems. Moreover, workers, participation on the national level 
is a significant characteristic of the Swedish policy. We can cite the Swedish labour market 
policy as a good example that works in both the industrial relations system and economic 
activities. However, the Swedish experience in industrial democracy has lacked participation on 
the enterprise management level.

German and Swedish experiences are typical examples of the democratic process in the 
industrial relations system and economic activities.
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6. Nowadays we must divide a society in order to analyze it by its function into some 
sub-systems such as political, economic and industrial relations system etc. Participation, collective 
bargaining and joint-consultation are looked on as democratic vehicles. Thus, we should find 
suitable democratic means in such sub-systems. However, if we consider the peculiarity of both 
the economic and the industrial relations systems, it seems that we should introduce the so called 
Feedback system” and information democracy, especially in. the highly industrialized society.
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
