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Guidelines for Contributions to The Hiyoshi Review of English Studies
(date of revision : 5 October, 2010)

. As a rule, contributions to The Hiyoshi Review should be from full-time English faculty of

Keio University.

. Contributions are not necessarily restricted to English Language, English Literature, or

American Literature.

. Submitted papers should not have been published previously. However, papers previously

presented are welcome as long as the fact that they have been orally presented is

acknowledged in the notes.

. Published contributions will be made available in electronic form (i.e. the Web) subject to the

condition that they may be printed out but not reproduced without permission.

. Length of contributions in Japanese should not exceed 8000-20000 characters (20-50

A4-sized writing papers ruled with horizontal lines, four hundred squares to the page); length

of contributions in English should not exceed 4000-11000 words (double-spaced with 25

lines, 65 strokes, in a A4-sized paper). Length of contributions on a word processor should

be within the limits of the number of either words in English or characters in Japanese with

36 lines, 40 characters, in a A4-sized paper and should be submitted by floppy-disc or the

equivalent.

Prescribed Form for Notes:

a) Notes should be provided at the end of the manuscript.

b) Quotations should be given without translation.

c) Foreign names, places, and titles of books should be written in their original forms at
least when they first appear.
