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We conducted research with the purpose of creating a learning dictionary

targeted at Japanese speakers. Unlike a general dictionary, a learning dictionary has fewer entries,

includes vocabulary words that have high levels of difficulty particularly for comprehension and
acquisition from the viewpoint of the learner. This study clarified the point of what kind of words
have high difficulty levels, mainly among two syllable content words including nouns, verbs,
adverbs, etc. targeted at intermediate level learners. Additionally, regarding the problem of how to

handle those vocabulary words in a learning dictionary, we conducted a detailed analysis for each
word and attempted to unveil the general, overall ideals for learning dictionaries.
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
