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This research was examined the relationship between the behavioral
consistency of pre-performance routine and task performances. The first stage of the study examined
the influence on experts. As a result, task behavior was less variable on the consistent preparatory

behavior than not consistent behavior. The second stage examined the influences of PPR in the

éeﬁrning stage. Experimental results showed that there was influence on the reproducibility of task
ehavior.
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
