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This study examines the evolution of the historical significance of color in
Western sculpture. It is thought that it is monochromy in bronze and marble, established in the
Classicist period, that shapes the general concept of sculpture even today. However, if we unravel
the history of "sculpture™ from ancient times to the present and the history of theory, it should
become clear that monochromy in sculpture was established only under limited conditions. This
research examines the evolution of the view of sculpture by considering the history of sculpture
theory, reproducibility, mimetic theory, symbolism of materials, paragone (comparative theory),
history of reevaluation of ancient sculpture, development of new materials due to technological
development, purpose (outdoor/indoor) and function of exhibiting sculpture, and so on.
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
