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We conducted a survey, utilizing interviews and questionnaires, targeting
medical researchers, physicians, and the general public. The objective was to gauge current
awareness and practices concerning the management of incidental findings in medical research,
healthcare, and health assessments. Furthermore, we initiated an investigation into the legal
responsibilities of medical researchers and physicians in managing these findings and explored
practical approaches for handling them in the field.

For instance, in our questionnaire survey of the general public about disclosing incidental
findings, a substantial majority of respondents (78.0% in medical research and 80.0% in medical
gqrg) expressed the need for researchers and healthcare providers to inform subjects about these

indings.
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
