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The purpose of this study was to examine the causal effects and mechanisms
of socioeconomic factors on health status. The following two main results were obtained from this
study, focusing mainly on income among socioeconomic factors. First, as a short-term effect, we show

that the impact of income receipt on health is negative, using the receipt of pension payments in
Japan as an example. Second, related to the medium-term impact mechanism, we show that the receipt
of income in the form of inheritance has a temporary negative impact on women"s labor supply. These
results were summarized in the form of an academic papers, as well as published as part of a book
for the general public.
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
