In addition, it also became clear
that while providing terminal care, the amount of stress related to the degree of professional skills
and from not being able to do the nursing one intends. This suggests the necessity of creating a
support system that tracks the appropriateness of the nurse's care objectives, the self-awareness
of stress, the team's ability to discover stress and provide support, and the access to support from
specialists.
