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We developed a "comprehensive developmental support program™ for children
with developmental disabilities to improve communication, language, and social skills that support
their lives and tested the effectiveness of "online developmental behavioral support™ in which
parents were asked to implement the program. Parents provided support to their children at home
while receiving online parent training from a researcher. The results showed the effectiveness of
the developed program in terms of both "acquisition of parent support skills™ and "acquisition of
appropriate behaviors of children with developmental disabilities”. The study is of important social

significance in that it established a network of support centers that are constantly connected via
the Internet between the university and individual families in remote areas, and conducted regular
online consultations with researchers, supporters, and parents while sharing data, and achieved
positive results.
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
