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Mental health is arguably one of the major causes for concern in the aftermath of the
‘Great East Japan Earthquake.” Survivors who have lost their families, jobs and hopes
for recovery are particularly at risk of emotional breakdown. Their post-disaster lives
are often entangled with religious activism and psychiatric therapies at the same time.
While these two forms of aid may differ in their logics of action, they both speak to
human experience in a broad sense. It is all the more pressing then to enhance their col-
laboration in ways that help people to cope with the trauma of the events.
