Interpretive Model
for Cinema Appreciation Process at Home
between Parents and Schoolchildren in the Lower Grades 2

Summary

The primary purpose of this study is to provide an interpretive model of
cinema appreciation process at home for parents of schoolchildren in the
lower grades. Compared to the amount of fact-finding surveys on at-home
cinema environment surrounding schoolchildren, few studies indeed have
been done to analyze how and why their parents select movies for them.
The interpretive model generated based on Modified Grounded Theory
Approach by Kinoshita (2003) has some original points. It first shows that
parent-child appreciation and child-only appreciation are alternately
stronger and weaker according to children's stage of development. It also
indicates a possibility that parents make changes in their appreciation policy
throughout the process.
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
