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Abstract

Recently, problems about Japanese agriculture have become intensified. For example, the
increase of fields and rice paddies that have been abandoned and are no longer cultivated, and
asing farmers. Underlying cause is thought as instability of agricultural income. On the other hand,
consumers have changed in their sense of values to food with increase of imported foof and decline
of safety. They want to food not only price and appearande but also production area and farmers’
information. Regardless of wheather farmers or consumers, people tend to want spiritual
fulfillment than materialistic one. However, relationships among people are getting weakned. In
this paper, we regard three points for our objection; 1) Stabilizing income of farmers, 2) Meeting
the changing consumers’ needs to food, 3) Offering a lot of relationships. Therefore, we focus on
the system of Community Suppoted Agriculture (CSA) which is more advanced in Western world.
In this case, we try to discuss from the viewpoints of economy, safety, and happiness.

Specifically, this paper shows two points; 1) CSA contributes to get better satisfaction of
economy, safety, and happiness, 2) Proposal of renewed Japanese CSA model and validating it. As
the precedents, we researched U.S and French model. In particular, the details of French one is not
given in Japan, so we conducted field research in France. We also researched Japanese CSA by
fieldwork and interview, and found problem points. As a result, we added three points to the
current model of Japanese CSA; 1) Establishment of a network association, 2) Assistance of
partners for farmers in turn, 3) Using a contract.

For verification, we conducted four types of the questionnaires to normal farmers, normal
consumers, CSA farmers, and CSA comsumers. Normal farmers and normal consumers answered
their situation to food or agriculture and same questions imaginarily with CSA. We analyzed their
mean values by t-test, and compared their current situation and CSA one. As a result, we made sure
of that CSA contributed to get better satisfaction of economy, safety, and happiness. Next, the
proposal of renewed Japanese CSA model did not show its validation among normal farmers and
consumers. However, CSA farmers and CSA consumers gave good evaluations to it. We attached
more importance to CSA farmers and CSA consumers than normal one. Therefore we interpreted
that the proposal of renewed Japanese CSA model showed its validation.

As stated above, in this study, we conducted following two points

1) CSA contributes to get better satisfaction of economy, safety, and happiness.
2) Proposal of renewed Japanese CSA model based on U.S and French models and validating it.
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
