A Proposal for an Information Portal System for Arts-Related NPOs Operating in

Developing Countries

Abstract

In recent years, the importance of arts education for a child has been advocated by
UNESCO and governments of various countries. Despite this general agreement there
remain children who cannot be educated in the arts because of their poverty or lack of
schools with arts curriculum in developing countries.

This study focuses on NPOs which can contribute to solving social problems in
developing countries instead of governments and for-profit companies. It focused
especially on arts-related NPOs for children in developing countries. The study reveals
that these NPOs have a problem of a chronic lack of operating funds from prior
research and interviews with NPO staff. One of the key causes for this is the shortage
of individual donations. Analyzing these NPOs’ actual fund-raising methods, NPOs
mainly target their fund-raising to people who already donated . Few of their public
relation materials target potential donors who don’t know of these NPOs’ existence
and their activities.

The purpose of this research is to design a system of arts-related NPOs’ public
relations for potential donors to solve the chronic lack of operating funds of these
NPOs for children in developing countries. Therefore, the study proposed an
information portal system for arts-related NPOs operating in developing countries.
This is a portal system putting data of NPOs’ works of art created by children together
and providing perusal service to user. These data of works of art includes the NPO’s
information, a link to their HP and donation form on the internet. This system permits
user to trace NPO’s information from works of art created by children in developing
countries. This system is designed with the aim for connecting arts-related NPOs for
children in developing countries with candidates for donor.

For validation of this system, we interviewed NPO staff and potential donors as a
user and proposed this system to an ICT company. As a result, In point of generating
information to a general run of potential donor, it was proven to be more effective than
conventional approaches in aspects of efficiency for NPOs and low-cost of acquisition of
NPO’s information for candidates of donor. Moreover, after proposing to a Web
development and consultation company, this system’s concept was accepted and
realized as a smartphone application as part of the company’s CSR.
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
