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Guidelines for Contributions to The Keio University Hiyoshi Review of English Studies

. As a rule, contributions to The Keio University Hiyoshi Review should be from full-

time English faculty at Keio University. The journal accepts co-written contributions

as long as its first author is a full-time English faculty member at Keio University.

. Topics are usually related, but not necessarily restricted, to the English language,

English literature and American literature.

3. Contributions should be written in either English or Japanese.

. Contributions should not have been published previously. However, papers previously

presented orally and/or in a different language are accepted as long as this is

acknowledged in the notes.

. The editorial committee reserves the right to decline submissions where it is

considered inappropriate to publish them in the journal.

. The editorial committee reserves the right to edit submissions for publication in the

journal.

7. The author holds the copyright on their contribution.

8. Authors are responsible for reading and correcting the first and second proofs.
9. Published contributions will be made available on KOARA (i.e. on the Web) and in

. Each author agrees to comply with decisions that have been made or might be made

Authors are responsible for obtaining and, where necessary, paying for permissions
to include, in their contributions published in print, electronic form and on the Web,
illustrations, photographs and other material published elsewhere.

Authors and those who wish to reproduce material published in the journal must
obtain permission to do so from the Keio University Hiyoshi Review Publishing
Committee.

The length of contributions in Japanese should be in the range of 8,000-20,000
characters; those in English should be in the range of 4,000—11,000 words in length.
Authors should refer to the latest edition of The MLA Handbook for Writers of
Research Papers or an equivalent style guide.

Authors should provide a title in English for contributions in Japanese and may
provide a synopsis in English of about 300 words. Authors may provide a title in

Japanese for contributions in English.
