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e RO EE  (33C) : The dynamic field of medicine constituted by the three agents of
disease, sick person, and doctor has its historical structure. The modernization of
Japan and the globe in the modern year affected the three—phased structural transformation
of the shift in the epidemiological environment, changes in people’ s sick action, and
the development of medical science and technologies. This research has examined these
question of the total history of medicine in modern Japan, particularly emphasizing the
epidemiological transition and the decline of acute infectious diseases, socio—cultural
history of people with stigmatized diseases, and the export of modern medical science
and technologies to the Japanese Empire.
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
